Description

The National Institute for Literacy (NIFL), an independent federal organization, intends to award a sole source simplified acquisition contract to Learning Disabilities Association of America (LDA).  LDA shall design curriculum for a 3-day Leadership Academy; test the curriculum; provide a copy of the curriculum and an analysis of the workshop and the content.  LDA shall provide an Academy training team of no fewer than 3 persons to include at least one adult with a diagnosed learning disability, one person familiar with assistive technology use for adults and adolescents with learning disabilities, and one person who is a licensed psychologist who can diagnose learning disabilities and make recommendations for accommodations.  They also shall recruite the participants (15-25 college students) and coordinate all arrangements and travel.  The contractor shall present the project and its immediate outcomes at a Bridges to Practice Trainers' Symposium in February 2003.  LDA has expertise in learning disabilities and its impact on adult employment.  They also have knowledge of diagnostic procedures for learning disabilities, use of assistive technology for educational and employment success, and experience in leadership activities training. The performance period for this requirement will begin on August 31, 2002 and is not expected to exceed 10 months.

This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals. However, all responsible sources may submit a quotation by the date identified above. Written responses to this synopsis shall contain sufficient documentation to establish a bonafide capability to fulfill the requirement. A determination not to compete this proposed procurement based on responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government.
